Regarding the activities carried out within the Committee of the Regions, as a full member, during the period 2015 – 2019
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INTRODUCTION
As a member of the European Committee of the Regions (since 13 September 2012) I have initiated and carried out several activities and proposals in plenary sessions, of the specialized commissions SEDEC (Commission for Social Policy, Education, Employment and culture) and ENVE (Commission for Environmental Protection, Climate Change and Energy Policy) on the behalf of the group, as well as in the events and programs organized by the institutions of the European Union and the European People's Party (EPP). Through my work within the CoR, I have represented the interests of the county and the country, submitting a series of proposals and preparing several reports that highlight as well the specific problems of Romania, at European level
During my work at CoR, I have always been convinced that us, coming from Romania, we can also have a strong voice in the European Union institutions if we are proactive and if we have good collaboration, both at the level of political groups, as well as at the level of specialized commissions. The issues that we have presented and put forward for debate - presented below - are current issues of the country that need European solutions, such as education and the labor market in rural areas, labor migration, especially among young people, respectively issues that were not previously discussed at European level: the conflict between the population and large carnivores.
We cannot forget that Romania is the seventh country in the European Union in terms of population, which is important in representing the country's interests. I relied on this aspect and I tried to use it in the interest of the country, respectively the county I represent. I believe that my reports will have effects in European legislation and, as a result, in Romanian legislation. I want to emphasize that in all cases I had the support of the Romanian delegation and colleagues from UNCJR, respectively colleagues from the association of municipalities, cities and communes, for which I want to thank them also in this way.
In the presentation below you will find the important topics brought to the attention of the European institutions, which can support us in finding beneficial solutions for all the inhabitants of the country. In the following, the activities and programs carried out at my initiative in the Committee of the Regions will be reported.

REPORTER ACTIVITY IN DRAWING UP THE OPINIONS OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE REGIONS 
Commission for Social Policy, Education, Employment and Culture (SEDEC)
1. Modernization of pre-university and higher education (SEDEC-VI/029)

The draft opinion Modernization of pre-university and higher education (SEDEC-VI / 029), adopted in 2017, focuses on the development of the education system, from kindergarten to university. The draft opinion process includes a series of meetings with local and international stakeholders, such as:[image: image5.jpg]

Description of the draft opinion
· Date of adoption in the SEDEC commission: September 28, 2017
· Date of adoption in the plenary session: 30 November 2017
In accordance with previous reports (European Cooperation on Youth 2010-2018 (SEDEC-VI / 007) and European Higher Education in the World (EDUC-V-038)) on topics like the development of education and the socio-economic integration of young people in Europe , the document emphasizes the importance of education in rural areas, the importance of vocational education, as well as the development of education in regional universities. At the same time, the report underlines the importance of ensuring equal opportunities for access to higher education, including for students from disadvantaged, peripheral or outermost regions or from minority communities. Regarding educational, vocational and, where appropriate, higher education institutions teaching in the languages ​​of national or ethnic minorities, any restriction on access to education for students belonging to a minority should be avoided and systems should be established which allow any graduate from minority communities or immigrants from other EU countries to have access to continuing education and employment on an equal footing with other graduates. The opinion acknowledges that in several Member States, religious schools and institutions, as well as educational, vocational and higher education institutions run by religions or religious organizations, make a contribution to general and higher education in Europe. Therefore, these institutions, like any educational institution, must not be discriminated against as long as they apply the nationally established curriculum.
At the same time, the report draws attention to the difficulties faced by regional or local universities, which are attended by a smaller number of students, and the disappearance of these fields would cause considerable cultural, community and economic damages. In less developed regions it is necessary to provide additional funds, due to the fact that their objective is the alignment with developed regions. Given that educational policy is the responsibility of the Member States, the development of regional education requires the strengthening of the role of the European institutions, and the Committee of the Regions can play an important role in this. Making substantial investments in educational infrastructure is very important, both in the more advanced and in the less developed regions, taking care that the coordinated investments are constantly adapted to the specificities of the respective territory.
At the same time, the document emphasizes that the pedagogical, psychological and methodological training of teachers and trainers, as well as of the teaching staff in higher education is an essential condition for the success of future education. In this area, which is characterized by dynamic development, it is particularly necessary to exchange good practices (which staff could discover and acquire in the framework of the mobility offered by the Erasmus program) and to support joint innovation projects.

2. Strengthening STEAM education in the EU (SEDEC-VI/049)
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The report focuses on the implementation of the STEAM educational system (Science, Technology, Engineering, Arts and Mathematics), an educational concept that is based on creativity, the development of problem management skills and digital innovation solutions. Besides long-term economic development, the purpose of the report is to contribute to the development of the concept of a European Education Area. The draft opinion process included a series of consultations with local (eg IT PLUS Cluster representatives) and international stakeholders (eg European Commissioner Tibor Navracsics, responsible for education, culture, youth and sport).
Description of the draft opinion
· Date of adoption in the SEDEC commission: April 2, 2019

· Date of adoption in plenary session: 26 June 2019, adopted unanimously
The draft opinion on the development of STEAM education emphasizes that economic sectors with a high level of innovation, namely ICT, robotics, automation, research and technical development, logistics and various engineering activities, are likely to generate substantial additional economic growth, which however, it may be hampered by the inadequate implementation of the teaching of STEAM subjects. Firstly, there is a lack of teachers for STEAM subjects at all levels of education, across Europe. As a second gap, it can be mentioned that in many cases, students' interest in STEAM is declining, and the third gap is that the results produced by education systems do not always correspond to the needs of the labor market.
Given the European Education Area initiative, the European Commission must ensure that all STEAM-related priorities are addressed in the direct management of relevant EU programs. In addition, the Commission should, on the one hand, promote the presentation and exchange of best practices in the field of STEAM through a dedicated EU portal. On the other hand, both the Commission and the Member States must make coordinated efforts to ensure direct and effective action and the exchange of good practices with regard to the involvement of both young people in the education system, young people who are not employed and do not follow any educational or training program, to attract them to courses and jobs in the fields of STEAM. First of all, a gender-neutral approach would be needed in STEAM education, counseling and curriculum development. Secondly, the extension of the Digital Women (WID) dashboard, which is the European Commission's annual dashboard for monitoring women's participation in the digital economy, is mentioned. At the same time, it is important to implement this measure in order to assess the acquisition of skills in the field of STEAM by women and their employment in the fields of STEAM. And thirdly, the report emphasizes that the language rights of ethnic and linguistic minorities must also be protected through innovative educational efforts, so that their educational materials and curricula do not lag behind.

Commission for the Environment, Climate Change and Energy Policy (ENVE)
1. Promoting coexistence with conflict-generating species, within the framework of EU nature directives (ENVE-VI/025)
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The report focuses on improving the management of large carnivores, including bears in Romania, and preventing conflicts between humans and bears. It also contains proposals on the application of environmental directives in order to restore the balance between human activity and conflict-generating species, in order to prevent conflicts and damage.
The draft opinion process includes a series of meetings with local stakeholders (hunters' associations and representatives of local public authorities, environmental NGOs) and international ones (representatives of the European Commission's Directorate-General for the Environment).
Description of the draft opinion:

The report draws attention on the importance of biodiversity, the Natura 2000 network and species protection for Member States, regions and local authorities to take coordinated action in accordance with the principles of solidarity and subsidiarity. In this regard, additional measures are needed to promote the effective emergence in local communities of the often mentioned positive externalities in relation to biodiversity and large carnivores, as in many cases these options are still under-optimized or the conditions for implementation, including knowledge and the necessary support are insufficient.
The report points out that in some regions, in the case of large carnivores, the approach taken so far is unsatisfactory, so there is a need to improve conflict management associated with the presence of large carnivores, fully exploiting relevant experiences from research and development projects, as well as other relevant projects, in order to reduce the impact and risks to which humans and farm animals are exposed.
 In the same time, the report emphasizes that there are species that generate conflicts and compete with different human activities in terms of shared use of resources and space. To this end, it is necessary to take measures based on scientific data and which can be used to develop appropriate modalities for the application of directives and other types of measures.
The European Commission needs to take the necessary steps to ensure that local and regional authorities, organizations and their representatives are directly represented and can participate in a concrete and effective way in the creation of platforms and mechanisms for cooperation related to conflict-generating species, as well as in the elaboration of policies in this field.
The next multiannual financial framework must provide adequate resources to ensure the financing of protection, prevention measures (including raising public awareness, environmental education), compensatory measures, research and other specific actions for the development of the various relevant areas of action and within all relevant EU funds.

EVENTS AND PROGRAMS ORGANIZED AS A MEMBER OF THE COMMITTEE OF THE REGIONS
Membership of the European Committee of the Regions offers an opportunity not only to carry out activities and form thematic proposals in plenary sessions and specialized commissions. This role also provides an opportunity for other European events and programs to take place, which helps to increase the knowledge of people about the results and success of the activities carried out by the European Union institutions, as well as bringing the European Union closer to its citizens. As President of the Harghita County Council, based on the existing possibilities, we introduced in our activity the organization of various programs through which we hope to increase citizens' confidence in the activity and future of Europe by ensuring transparency and European subsidiarity.

Thus, as follows, we will present a brief description of the events organized on the topics and promoted subjects, debated within the CoR:
1. Local events - Reflecting on Europe
Local event on the topic regarding the protection of habitats and species
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Within the initiative Reflecting on Europe of the European Committee of the Regions (COR), organized by Harghita County Council, in collaboration with the COR delegation of Romania, on April 19, in Băile Tușnad, an international conference on habitat and species protection took place, being debated the provisions of the European Union action for the conservation of biodiversity.
Conference participants discussed various issues related to the management of large carnivores in accordance with Council Directive 92/43 / EEC of 21 May 1992 on the conservation of natural habitats and of wild fauna and flora, and the involvement of stakeholders in dialogue on the implementation of management measures regarding conflicts, the importance of planning prevention and compensation measures through the involvement of local communities, the development of Natura 2000 areas, the use of European funds for the implementation of measures to minimize conflicts (eg EAFRD).

The conference was attended by experts from various fields, such as Humberto Delgado Rosa, Director of Natural Resources Protection of the European Commission's Directorate-General for the Environment, Szép Róbert, Chief Commissioner of the Environment, László Csák, Expert of the European Committee of the Regions, Kelemen Attila , vice-president of the Federation of European Hunting Associations (FACE), Csányi Sándor, dean of the Faculty of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences at Szent István University in Hungary, Sárkány Árpád, vice-president of the International Council for the Conservation of Wild Game and Species.

Local consultation organized by the European People's Party on the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP)
Thee local consultation of the European People's Party within the European Committee of the Regions was organized in Harghita County, Miercurea Ciuc on December 10, 2018.
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During the event, the participants discussed the future of the common agricultural policy, namely supporting small and young farmers, implementing new measures to reduce bureaucracy, which works more efficiently. 
The event emphasized that the next ten years will be a technologically important challenge for farmers, which is why there is a need for a less bureaucratic CAP, without administrative boundaries and which works simpler and more efficiently: “Farmers must be included in agrotourism, in the process of rural development, so that those who work in these fields are provided with a safe, honest source of income ”.

Based on the discussions at the conference, the participants drew up a package of proposals on the future of the CAP, which were forwarded to the European People's Party.

1. Events during the European Week of Regions and Cities
a. Workshop entitled - Regional and local strategies and the contribution of EU funds for the support of local communities - (EWRC – 2015)
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The event was the first presence in the European Week of Regions and Cities (Previous name: Open Days), which was organized in collaboration with the Romanian Delegation to the CoR and three twin counties from Hungary (Békés, Hajdú-Bihar and Pest Counties) and in which the good practices and the results obtained in the projects financed by the institutions of the European Union were presented, more precisely which contributed to the local and rural development, thus creating jobs, respectively saving from extinction the small villages.   

b. Workshop entitled - EU Regions – Partners for Youth (EWRC – 2016)
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The main theme of the event and the target group of the workshop were young people. The event was moderated by MEP Winkler Gyula. Borboly Csaba spoke at the opening, making a short presentation of the reports prepared on university education and youth policies and drew attention to the phenomenon of migration at European level, the situation of young people from rural areas. This phenomenon has become so widespread that there is a need to re-evaluate European cooperation in the youth field. 
Borboly Csaba emphasized the need to strengthen the role of local and regional authorities in addressing the situation, as well as to provide funding to motivate young people to return to their homelands. The above-mentioned institutions play a role in the field of youth policies, in the fight to reduce the youth unemployment rate, ensuring equal opportunities for young people from small or isolated communities in order to access the labor market, and support vocational training with taking into account regional specificities, respectively collaborating with stakeholders according to their needs, informing them about the opportunities that are addressed to them.
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The president of the county council drew attention to the weaknesses of youth policies: young people have limited access to funds needed to start a business, while local and regional institutions cannot access those funds that could contribute to their obligations in the field of migration and integration.
Another weak point is the fact that the education system is not in line with the requirements of the labor market and whose direct consequence is the large number of unskilled young people.
Borboly Csaba also drew attention to the proposal made at the EU YOUTH conference in order to establish a structured dialogue that will encourage the social and economic integration of young people. Three aspects were highlighted, namely: the importance of diversity, increasing the political activity of young people and the importance of youth organizations.
Maria Grapini, MEP, also spoke, welcoming the initiative of the Harghita County Council and presenting the good practices through which the Romanian government financially supports young people starting a business, but also the professional exchange among them.

c. Workshop entitled ”Go local! – Best practices of sustainable food policy on local level during the European Week of Regions and Cities” (EWRC – 2017)
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Go local! – Best practices of sustainable food policy on local level was the title of the workshop organized during the European Week of Cities and Regions in Brussels. The series of events was jointly organized by the European Committee of the Regions (CoR) and the European Commission's Directorate-General for Regional and Urban Policy (DG REGIO). In his presentation, Borboly Csaba, president of the County Council spoke about traditional local products and their impact on the sustainability of agriculture. In his approach, he took into account the perspective and the situation from Romania and Harghita County. In addition, he drew attention to the need to establish strategic directions for the promotion of traditional local and organic products, namely the development of infrastructure in this regard.
Regarding the creation of an interregional group, Borboly Csaba mentioned that European regulations frequently mention issues related to the role of local producers, namely the ways to obtain and capitalize on quality local traditional products.
He also emphasized that the establishment of the interregional group could ensure a guarantee for consumers in terms of the quality of local products, while also being an effective tool for the sustainable development of rural areas. The purpose of the interregional group's activity is therefore to promote the interest of local farmers.
